2.3.1. Considers the possibility of the organization of academic
mobility, academic and scientific cooperation, exchange of teaching staff,
researchers, promotion and implementation of joint projects;

2.3.2. Provides with all public information about the University,
necessary to make a joint decision.

2.4. Teaching staff, trainees, researchers, and administrative staff
involved in the exchange program retain their status in the assigning Party
for a period of exchange.

3. Period of validity

3.1. Memorandum comes into force from the date of its signing by the
Parties and is concluded for an indefinite period of time.

3.2. This memorandum supersedes all previous arrangements and
agreements between the Parties regarding their relationship in connection
with this memorandum (any such prior arrangements and agreements shall
cease to be valid and will no longer be valid).

4. Termination or amendment of the cooperation

4.1. This Memorandum may be supplemented by written agreement,
in accordance with individual forms of cooperation.

4.2. Each of the Parties may early terminate the Memorandum by
giving notice of its intention in a written form to the other Party 3 months
prior to such termination.

5. Other provisions
5.1. Cooperation under this Memorandum will be implemented in the
forms that do not contradict the generally recognized principles and norms
of international and national law of both Parties and, applicable international
agreements, on the basis of mutual consent of the Parties.

5.2. This Memorandum is drawn up in 2 (two) copies in the English
and Russian languages, each having equal legal force, one for each Party.
